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BADGE INSTRUCTIONS: Wear a Citizen Election Observer badge as you vote. Just down-
load the PDF page of your choice in either full color or grayscale to print on an 8.5” x 11” 
sheet of white cardstock. Trim/Remove the excess margins. There’s space after the pledge 
to sign your name with a permanent marker. Fold in half and place in a conference-badge 
clear pouch/holder; or glue edges together to hang from a lanyard. A lanyard may require a 
hole punch. You’re ready to go! Finished size is 4” x 6”.
